Trip to Paris 13th – 16th December

We have been monitoring carefully the situation in Paris in view of the recent unrest in the capital. We are following the Foreign Office advice to be aware of any protests or demonstrations and obviously to avoid areas where they may occur. On a day-to-day basis, life in Paris is calm but like any major western capital city, you have to be vigilant.

At present, the Arc de Triomphe is closed due to vandalism and other national monuments may be closed on Saturday. Unfortunately, this does include the Louvre museum, which was a pre-booked visit for that day. We are following French events and shall, therefore change our itinerary (Please see the following pages) to ensure that we see the most famous sites of the city whilst ensuring the care and the safety of all our pupils and staff at all times. The second itinerary may be subject to change during the trip. 

Currently our travel insurance policy will only cover any costs incurred due to cancellation or withdrawal if the Foreign Office advise that it is unsafe to travel. 

The time of departure remains the same: 8:10 am at the back of Derby station (Roundhouse entrance). Please allow enough driving time to the station.  Our return train has not changed. We shall be arriving back on Sunday 16th at 8:19 pm and shall escort all of our pupils to the back of the station.
